Construction is now in full swing at the French Lick Airport!  Last July the Airport began 

construction on its new parallel taxiway, which will significantly improve the flow of air 

traffic coming in and out of the airport as well as add an additional level of safety for our 

traveling public.  With the help of Knies Construction and Airport consultants NGC, the 

earth moving is projected to be completed by the Fall of 2011 with full completion in mid 

2012. 

The new Terminal Building is getting rave reviews while the Wide Angle Augmentation 

System (WAAS) approach has recently been approved and is now in service.  This GPS 

based system will allow for landing during times of very poor visibility due to clouds or 

fog.   

Another large improvement to the French Lick Airport will be the new Airport Access Road 

coming from St. Rd. 145.  This road will be built to INDOT standards and create a safer and 

more enjoyable drive for all guests, fuel trucks, and locals.  This project will let in October 

of 2012 in hopes to be completed by the end of 2014. 

Only 3 years ago I came to this airport that had no direction and seriously lacked 

community support.  We have now broken those barriers and are continuing to strive for 

bigger and better every single day.  Our economic impact has grown to over 5.7 million 

dollars in 2009 alone and will continue to rise in the future.  Other governmental entities 

can now see that the success of this airport will have benefits throughout the entire 

county and that we will be a huge economic boom for many years to come!

The 2010 year fuel 

sales reached an all-time high for the Airport. The graph below illustrates the history 

of fuel sold at the French Lick Airport from 2006-2010. 

 

French Lick Airport Economic Impact  

Over the past few years the French Lick Airport has increasingly contributed to a 

growing economy for the local French Lick- West Baden community. Economic impact 

models are used to describe the flow of money from one economic division to 

another. Air traffic into the French Lick Airport supports local vendors such as small 

shops, the local resort, golf courses, and other nearby attractions. The graph below 

depicts the local economic impact from 2003-2009.
